Seam Allowances:
Patterns for dolls that stand 11 inches tall or smaller will use a scant 1/4 inch (4 mm) seam allowance. Older patterns do not show
this seam allowance, but the pattern was designed with the seam allowance already included in the designs.

Patterns for dolls 12 inches to 36 inches tall will use a true 1/4 inch (6 mm) seam allowance.
Craft patterns are marked with the correct seam allowance, which will vary, depending on the size of the project.
