Seam Allowances:
Patterns for dolls that stand 11 inches tall or smaller will use a scant 1/4 inch (4 mm) seam allowance. Older patterns do not show
this seam allowance, but the pattern was designed with the seam allowance already included n the designs.

Patterns for dolls 12 inches to 36 inches tall will use a true 1/4 inch (6 mm) seam allowance.
Craft patterns are marked with the correct seam allowance, which will vary, depending on the size of the project.

Tutorial Videos:

Your free, printable sewing pattern comes with a free tutorial video, showing you how to make the item. To access the video, use
the gallery page (home page) at ChellyWood.com to click through links until you come to the patterns and tutorials you want to use.

Printing Your Pattern:

This pattern is designed to be printed on 8.5 x 11-inch standard American paper without margins. In metric measurements, that
paper would be 216 x 279 mm.
