Sewing Instructions:

Seam Allowances:

Patterns for dolls that stand 11 inches tall or smaller will use a scant 1/4 inch (4 mm) seam allowance. Older patterns do not show
this seam allowance, but the pattern was designed with the seam allowance already included in the designs.

Patterns for dolls 12 inches to 36 inches tall will use a true 1/4 inch (6 mm) seam allowance.

Craft patterns are marked with the correct seam allowance, which will vary, depending on the size of the project.

Tutorial Videos:

Your free, printable sewing pattern comes with a free tutorial video, showing you how to make the item. To access the video, use
the gallery page (home page) at ChellyWood.com to click through links until you come to the patterns and tutorials you want to use.
Tutorial videos are posted publicly on my YouTube channel, ChellyWood1.

If you're trying to sew an entire outfit or ensemble for your doll, each item in the ensemble will likely have its own tutorial video,
showing how to make it. So for example, a business suit will have one tutorial video for the pants, anther tutorial video for the shrt,
and a third tutorial video for the jacket. Access each video through the pattern-post page at ChellyWood.com by using the gallery /
home page to click through to the right page.

Printing Your Pattern:

This pattern is designed to be printed on universal A-4 paper, with a metric measurement of 210 x 297 mm. This is the
standard printer paper used world-wide, but is less common in the United States. If you live in the US, and you'd like to convert
this pattern to US standard printer paper, you can use the measurement tool (an example appears below) to help you.

On my website, ChellyWood.com, you can also find videos that are designed to
help you print your pattern. Access these videos through the "Helpful Tips and FAQ's"
page please.

If you struggle with the mechanical aspects of your printer, of course that's harder to
help you with. However, your public library is a great place to print patters! Librarians
are always willing to help the public locate what they need on the mternet and print it.
And a public library's printing fee is usually nominal.

For children who are learning to sew, ADULT SUPERVISION is required.
